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                              GAY MARRIAGE

I really don’t think that most people have any problem with gay’s having commitment to each other, or that they enjoy the equal rights under the law that other union’s enjoy under our Constitution that guarantees everyone the Right of Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness.
